We would greatly
miss yow were yow te be absent at sur entertainments greeting springs glory in a feuw weeks.

I wnite ts you as a curious matter has come te sur attention at the castle. 1t is net directly connected to your
suny enquiries en the matter of winter and the thrice-cursed court, but perhaps there s still seme residual
similarity which might interest you, or at least perhaps the inquiry might allsur yow te make contacts with
similar curse~hunters were youw te have a losk at it. We are sadly pugsled on sur end, I am afraid.

lwe manths ags, a caravan of taders returned from the eastern marches. bearing a variely of gosds. 1
believe you are familiar with the caravan. having been at a carnival with ssme sf sur relations in summer
381 if T recall? The sne with the amusing marcher gentleman whe set certain parts of himself en fire and
started swearing colswrfully. Very picturesque, i could only have been more marcher if bhe bhad then
communicated the fire te a pstats stall.

During the caravans latest return to Dawn, however, they set up a (somewhat subdued, i being winter)
return faine, bading all sf the items they had recuperated. And a very curisus article was acquired by sur
sharp-eyed friend Rideaw de Fenestre. As always with him, it was an old sword, of course, but bhe perceived
some kind of awra attached to it.

Hes initial examinations led bhim te conclude that there were ne remaining magical enchantments en the
weapen, theugh there had snce been.

The blade was taton by Rideaw and Adair te the Castle, where my colleagues and T bave worked what

blaging sunlight. Knights in gold armour, with the device sf a lisn engraved in relief upsn i, and banners of
yellsw and white fluttering above them feature prominently. One particular vision seems to be connected with,
the resulls sf sur sther vituals ~ the vision sf an elder bnight, visibly a bnight commander from the
influence they exert upsn these arsund them - leading a large party sf bnights inte dark, foreboding forests,

The hand of the maker reveals little of interest. The sword was made in pre-imperial times by a smith
named Revalle Sansfer - a skilled artisan, and sne whe was sffen commissioned to make swords
persen of the bnight commander of the Lions Rampant, a bnightly order which established itself in Astolat

We had fairly trned sver sur archives, seobing everguhere for some information about the Lisns Rampant
inerating thisugh Astelot, porasing the lscal archival vaults. Tt appeared that be bad been investigating
relating te the ariginal March.

At the time sf the Marching, the Lisns were an order numbering approximately 103. They were commanded
by a bnight named Blake Brsbourg, or Blake-auwx-grands—pas. They primaridy concerned themselues with
fighting the vallorn, and bad ssme experience as well sf exchanging with the Navarr, whe pullilated around
Miaren grealtly in this perisd abeady. The Marching ilself seems o have been a ssuwrce sf disagreement



amangot. the order, as much of thetr land was impsverished whon the yesfolls brsbe camp, and. ssme of their
arlefacts were absa stalen. A particlan incidont which i noted. in the archives islues @ demnstration of
dissatisfaction, tabing place an the arder's lands ssme time after the indtial march, spwied. sn by @ returning
marcher whe ssught to incite furtheor rebellion. The archive is net specific, but nates that there was ssme
praperty eithor damaged v stolen, and that the arder complained to higher autharitios. AL this juncture, a
meeting of, cards. and. commanders. at the Castle of Tharns resslued that these late marchers should be stapped
by these whe could afford to sutfit an expedition to halt thom, and sbtain either thetr retwrning to thenr
duties, or compensation for their property.

The Lisns were among these whe went forth te step these tardy marchers. They ventured deep infe Miaren,
and contact was lost with them - the vallorn, theugh weakened by the initial march, was still extant. It
was assurmed, at the time, that the entire order had been massacred - either by the Marchers, o by the
vallon. Had i been the latter of cowrse, then theirv inexplicable disappearance weuld have been easy to
explain. But if it were the formen, then one would expect to recuperate artefacts.

And that is precisely why the reappearance sf this sword is petentially problematic. It appears that there are
the marchers engrained in some of the more wnral orders and houses. This is at most a minor provincial
complaint, but we did wender, at the castle, whether with youwr skills, your magical browledge ~ and perhaps
the assistance of these at Anvil - youw might net have been able ts have a clsser losk at the matter.

I do net brnow whether the egregores might have ssme theughts en that - perhaps asking them very
specifically absut the Tardy Marchers might yield ssmething? Otherwise there is sur Marcher contact, a man
