These scribed words written in the crystal light of the Scriptorum Tridek-dua are written on the instruction of the attendant Pollaman

The Great Library Phaleron, that is called the Liber Monumenti in the writings of Senuac III, named the Effulgent Chambers of Wisdom in the Canticum Aeternam of Leontes the Scribe, requires the increase of knowledge and the improvement of those writings that occupy the Imperia Cambro de Coralo concerning the names, lives, deeds and words of those speakers of the words of wisdom in the chamber that is known as the Imperial Synod. 

It is the intent of Pollaman the Attendant that biographies of the Cardinals and the Gatekeepers of the Imperial Synod who have taken their places on the plinths of the faith in the wake of the Tempo de Kaoso known as the Fall of the Empress Britta be placed on the shelves of the Imperia Cambro de Coralo. 

It is the intent of Pollaman the Attendant that these biographies encompass the names, the births, the lives, the deeds, the words and the achievements of the Cardinals and the Gatekeepers of Ambition, Courage, Loyalty, Pride, Prosperity, Vigilance and Wisdom who have come to their authority in the time called among the Imperials "the Winter Solstice of 376YE" and in the time that flows from that nodal point. 

It is the intent of Pollaman the Attendant that these biographies be submitted to the Great Library of Phaleron, that is called the Liber Monumenti in the writings of Senuac III, named the Effulgent Chambers of Wisdom in the Canticum Aeternam of Leontes the Scribe, through the performance of the arkaikaj rabataĵo which is termed "The Celestial Library" in the Grimoire of the Rising Sun of the Archmage Triventio. 

Pollaman the Attendant agrees, declares, avers and offers that for every two such biographies submitted through the use of the arkaikaj rabataĵo which is termed "The Celestial Library" in the Grimoire of the Rising Sun of the Archmage Triventio recompense in the order of one most-minor boon shall be offered. 
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Pollaman the Attendant agrees, declares, avers and offers that a most-minor boon shall be termed a measure of ink from the Cambro de la Libro Aglutinantes for use in the performance of further arkaikaj ritoj; or shall allow the submission of a single request for information regarding any figure whose biography is listed within the Indexo de Pollaman; or may be combined together with seven other most-minor boons to form a single minor-boon. 

Pollaman the Attendant agrees, declares and offers that a minor boon shall be termed eight measures of ink from the Cambro de la Libro Aglutinantes for use in the performance of further arkaikaj ritoj; or shall allow the submission of a single request for information regarding the location of any item or location listed within the Indexo de Pollaman; or shall allow the use of a mask of blood silver formed by the Farantoj de Sango Arĝento which shall be understood to empower the practice of true divination. 

It is the intent of Pollaman the Attendant that each biography shall be evaluated for clarity, comprehensivity, value and authenticity and that an emissary of Pollaman the Attendant shall remit the number of most-minor boons to the mortal beings who have submitted those biographies through the performance of the arkaikaj rabataĵo which is termed "The Celestial Library" in the Grimoire of the Rising Sun of the Archmage Triventio. 

It is the intent of Pollaman the Attendant that where more than one biography is submitted for a given Cardinal or Gatekeeper that only the most clear, comprehensive, valuable and authentic shall be considered for remittance of a most-minor boon. 

It is the intent of Pollaman that the number of most-minor boons to be remitted shall be determined based on the number of figures covered by biographical writing, not the number of individual tomes, scrolls or other writings submitted. 

It is the intent of Pollaman that the physicality of this ligis movo shall empower and assist in the performance of the arkaikaj rabataĵo which is termed "The Celestial Library" in the Grimoire of the Rising Sun of the Archmage Triventio, and that its use in that arkaikaj rabataĵo shall be the clear sign that the tomes, scrolls or other writings submitted are expressly intended to be evaluated in terms of this remittance. 

Pollaman the Attendant agrees, declares, avers and offers that this shall be a binding agreement only until the arkaikaj potenco bound into the physicality of this ligis movo shall become unwound. 

These scribed words written in the crystal light of the Scriptorum Tridek-dua are written on the instruction of the attendant Pollaman
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It is on the word of the attendant Melchiore that this ligis movo has been crafted, inscribed by the least scribe of the Haloj de Magio Kaj Mistero.

It is understood by the attendant Melchiore that the place and time known as the Empire has undergone a Tempo de Kaoso, a time and place of disorder, destruction and disarray. It is further understood by the attendant Melchiore that those six mortals called the Archmagi of the Imperial Conclave have each fallen in disastrous conflict. It is further understood by the attendant Melchiore that new Archmagi have been declared most recently at the time and place called the Winter Solstice of the three-hundred-and-seventy-sixth Year of the Empire. 

It is the intent of the attendant Melchiore that the sum of all knowledge which is the Phaleron be made more complete through the addition of the names, deeds and histories of the new Archmagi. It is the intent of the attendant Melchiore that through this information, the sum of all knowledge that is the Phaleron shall closer approach perfection. It is also the intent of the attendant Melchiore that through this information the deeds, names and histories of the Archmagi of the Empire shall be preserved until the end of all places and times. 

It is understood by the attendant Melchiore that the tenure of the Archmagi of the Imperial Conclave may be fleeting or durable. The Phaleron shall be most expanded with the names, deeds and histories of those whose tenure is more durable. 

It is the especial intent of the attendant Melchiore that the sum of all knowledge which is the Phaleron be best made more complete by writing that records and expands upon the thoughts of the Archmagi; what they believe their role to be within the time and place called the Empire; what they believe the purpose of their magical lore to be; what deeds they intend to perform with their magic and with their position; and which other named figures they consider to have influenced their development as magicians and as Archmagicians. The more complete these writings are, the more the attendant Melchiore believes they shall increase the sum of all knowledge. 

Within the time and place known as the Empire there is knowledge of the arkaikaj rabataĵo that is called "The Celestial Library". It is the intent of the attendant Melchiore that this be performed to submit these writings to expand the Phaleron. It is the intent that this ligis movo be used to enact "The Celestial Library", marking clearly that the writings are intended specifically for inclusion in the Haloj de Magio Kaj Mistero. 

The attendant Melchiore shall offer recompense in return for writings concerning the names, deeds, histories and thoughts of the Archmagi of the Imperial Conclave. For each such piece of writing the attendant Melchiore shall offer a measure of ink from the Cambro de la Libro Aglutinantes; each such measure shall be sufficient by itself to allow the performance of an arkaikaj ritoj of power equivalent to the sesa imperia grando - the sixth Imperial Magnitude. 

The attendant Melchiore shall, in return for writing containing the names, deeds, histories and thoughts of all six Archmagi of the Imperial Conclave serving simultaneously during a single time and space, offer the choice instead of use of a mask of blood silver formed by the Farantoj de Sango Arĝento which shall be understood among Imperial magicians to empower the practice of the arkaikaj ritoj known within the body of Imperial Lore as Bright Lantern of Ophis, Clear Lens of the Eternal River and Sign of the Rune of Thought. 

Pollaman the Attendant agrees, declares, avers and offers that this shall be a binding agreement only until the arkaikaj potenco bound into the physicality of this ligis movo s become unwound. 

It is on the word of the attendant Melchiore that this ligis movo has been crafted, inscribed by the least scribe of the Haloj de Magio Kaj Mistero.

This scroll has been crafted, inscribed and imbued by the intent of the attendant Lioc 

Lioc understands that the Empire has undergone a period of disorder and chaos following the destruction of the Empress Britta. Lioc understands that this period of disorder and chaos has lead to a pivotal node moment within the Great Dance of Navarr. Lioc wishes to capture an image of this pivotal node for inclusion in the Archives of Silence which are called Phaleron. 

Lioc understands that during the fourth century seventy-sixth year, fourth season an unprecedented moment of transition occurred. Lioc understands that each seat of the Imperial Senate has been appointed at once by the people of the Empire, and that in turn each seat on the Military Council has likewise been appointed. Lioc understands that these Senators and Generals have been chosen because the people of the Empire consider them to be the most likely mortals to end the period of disorder and chaos. 

Lioc declares that the Archives of Silence which are called Phaleron will become closer to perfection by including writings relating to these pivotal individuals. Lioc offers recompense in return for writings relating to the Senators and Generals appointed during the during the fourth century seventy-sixth year, fourth season. 

Lioc intends in each case that the writing include the name, history and deeds of the Senator; the reasons they were appointed to their position; their intention for the future; and where it is known their stance on the issues facing the Empire. 

Lioc intends in each case that the writing include the name, history and deeds of each General; the reasons they were appointed to their positions; their intention for the future; and their strategies for overcoming the threats facing the Empire. 

Lioc has instructed that this scroll be a ligis movo, a physicality bound with energy to empower the performance of the agreement known to the Vates as The Celestial Library. Lioc intends that through the power of that agreement, and the use of this scroll, a magician may submit the desired writings to Phaleron. In return for writings, Lioc will offer a measure of ink from the Cambro de la Libro Aglutinantes which can be used in the performance of other arkaikaj ritoj. Up to three measures shall be offered for a writing that contains information on each of the Senators and Generals chosen to sit for a single Nation and the number of measures given in return shall be chosen based on the value of the writings submitted. 

Lioc may instead offer in place of seven measures of ink the opportunity to submit a single question regarding an Imperial individual listed within the Indexo de Lioc, or information about a single battle fought by Imperial troops that is within that time and space called the Empire from the time of the First to the time of the Eighteenth.

Lioc may instead offer in place of seven measures of ink the custodianship of a mask formed by the Farantoj de Sango Arĝento which shall be understood among Imperial magicians to empower the practice of the arkaikaj ritoj called The Flight of Birds. 

Lioc agrees, declares, avers and offers that this shall be a binding agreement only until the arkaikaj potenco bound into the physicality of this ligis movo shall become unwound. 

This scroll has been crafted, inscribed and imbued by the intent of the attendant Lioc
