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@he ritnal Dance of Favarr and Bhorn is a vitual of Spring magy T
Spring regio. Bhis ritnal tavgets a single fervitory that does not contain an active mztmnrﬁ of trods. @fw territorp
mugt either contain a vallorn, or must be connected to a territorp containing a vallorn by an unbrofen sequence of
tevritories rontaining active trods. he vitnal can be peeformed nging the Tmperial vegio anks¥it targets a territory
that containg a valforn. @hen it must be peeformed at a Spring vegio within the valforn itsell. This ritnal can tavget
a territory with an active network of trodg in the event that the trodg are damaged, and in this vvent will vepair the
trods.

Alhen the vitnal is complete, weak trods spread acvoss the tereitory. Thest trods can be ustd by FFavare stridings
o ertend the frod network and help weaken the power of the vallorn. @he vitnal can create new trods onfy in an
imperial tevritory. nee the ritual is complete, Favarr stridings must be able to move freely aronnd the majority of
the territory fo fie the trodg in place and begin drawing the strength of the vaflorn along them. Tt can be nsed to
repair erigting frods cven it the ferritory is not part of the @mpire. Tavgetting a non-Tmperial fervitorg means the
ritual must be performed af a powerfal Spring region within that territorn. Shis is rarely effective af creating new
trodg, and is mogt ugeful for repairing damaged or faded frods.

@his ritual ig cetremely ofd, and pre-dates the @mpire by several centurics. Tt was oviginally codified by the
antecedents of the $ravarr magicians who uged it to create the first trods to begin dvawing power awap from the
valforn. 4hile the vitual confd be performed by a powerful coven from ang nation, it hag never been performed by
ritual magiciang who were not Havarr. Simply creating trods is not sufficient; the trods must also be constantly
powsered and strengthened by the movement of Favarr stridings - so performing the ritual without the approval of
the #Favarr is a fooligh endeavour.

@he ritual was reagonably widespread among the Favare in pre-Tmperial daps, but over time the namber of ritnal
terts detaifing it began to decline. The ritual never became common knowledge due fo its specialised nature and fack of
qeneral appeal.

Following the reign of @mperor ames, the number of people with access fo the rital declined cven further - with
the borders of the @mpive sealed and well-defended, there was little opportunity to peeform it. This Summer
foweer, following either a magical disagter or action by powerful Brnj magicians, the trods in occnpied Rreikos were
seriongly damaged. @he vate Fath Far Digtant of Brocéliande, cugtodian of one of the fews remaining ritnal teets,
entrogted it to Meril Pathfinder the Rovigor on the Fallorn. Rather than righ the ritnal fading from memory, that
competent magician engured that the Bance of Favare and Thorn wag inducted info Tmperial Lore.

@he ritnal nsually invofves a map of the territory on which the trods ave traced as the ritual ig performed. Blood is a
traditional clement of many $avarr rituals, and is offen nsed to trace the trods on the map. Some create a symbolic
map of the territorg on a large scale and move across it with trailg of coloured sand. Representatives of as mang
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different gtridingg ag pogsible are ngnally incladed in the performante; CTTprTSTatioTs of Ay
that aleady exigts or plang fo gettle in the tavget territory,

A ritual re-telfing of one of the great dances, especially that of Favarr and horn map form the centrepicee of the
ritual. @he ritnal has never been recorded ag being performed by non-ffavarr, but it could be specnfated that the witeh
and the mountebank would be powerfuf dramaturgical characters to nst with the Dance of Favarr and Ghorn -
althongh what that might "reveal” about the characters of these Favarr hevoes, and how the Favarr might veact, is
left ag an epercise for the dramaturaical scholar.

@he magiciang of Berepnia suggest that the rnes of beginning, dominion and the twin-faces of mpstern will help in
the performance of the ritnal. Some vates of Gherunin who have tics with the Frisen snggest that the constellations
of the Fountain, the hree Mothers, the Monntain or the Ghain map be appropriate.

On Trodg
@he trodg were created as a weapon but in the fulless of time their value fo narture the fand throngh which they
pags and the people that uge them hag been vealiged by the Tmperial Gonelave.

R a striding migrates along the trods the uncongtrained Spring magic which is the heart of the vallorn is slowly
fcached awap. @he fonger the trod and the farger the striding the greater the effect. Bowever, this maic is not jnst
bled into the ether buf {8 returned to the fand and in gome small wap the people that travel the trod.

A trod starts and endg at a Faflorn. A a vallorn grows more powerful ag the Favare advance cloger fo its heart,
sneceggive generations have needed to travel further to weaken it sufficiently before anp attack i attempted.

Stridings routinely move from frod fo trod, to engure ag much of the vallorn's fife-foree ig depleted before they
attempt the dangerong jonrnen back fowards the vallorn.

At the fall of Greranacl the unstoppable advance of the ore foe made this tasgh virtually impogsible. The founding of
the @mpire was the beginning of a sea-change in the Fravarr abifity to fight the vallorn.

@Enpfn that that use trodg, some of which have become well worn roads, feel refreshed cach morning ag if thep had
gpend a night in the finest beds.

Tn addition the land near a trod ig often noticeably fertile and the cropg on fand through which a frod pagses seems
much legg prone fo digeast.

#ow trodg can be created; however, it takes a areat vitual and no new frodg have been pioneered gince 282 ¥E.
AlFith the recoverp in 378 of The Dance of Favarr and Thorn - a powerful ritual from pre-Tmperial times -
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the F¥avarr once again have access to the potent tool neccesgary to treatrtrovs: Wi THR M Trr ATt TNCFT0L
of the theories behind the frods, how thep worked and their nftimate cffect. The Tmperial Gonelave agreed to place
the ritual into Fmperial lore, engtring that if would not be logt ag fong ag the mpire lasted.
