Following her visit to-the Empire, Cordinal Xepictol has beenw most complimentouy
with regawd to-how she was received - for whichv I thank yowr representatives of the
Imperial Synod. She notes withv regret, however, that while yowr Senate has;,
finally, granted permission to- buidd an Embassy to-the Sumaad Republic; it hos
not deigned to- fund it.

I will remind yow of the agreement that the Assembly of the Nine made with the
Cardinal:

a) Raise v motionw in the Senate to- buidd anv Embassy.

b) Put invplace v network to- speak with/deal withvAsaweanv slawes inv ovder to-bring
them to- virtuous freedon.

c) Alow the Ambassador from the Swmaah Republic the right of witness in all
Synod meetings to-help build trust between the two- nations

It has not escaped out attention that the Empire has welcomed Asavean
Ambassadors for o yeaw now and invthat time, Asoveawn shipy have beenw granteds
safe passage to-the Empire,; while Swmaashv ships have beew pirated, sunk and owr
offers of o Embassy previowsly refused: Whenw will the Embassy to-the Swnaadv
Republic be built? We must presume that it is some minor administrative hiccup
regawrding funding and not, as the High Howse of Courage counsels us - ‘a
calculated insudt intended to-provoke a declaration of war."



In anticipation of the Embassy grounds, we recently sent o teaun of Swmaashv
diplomats who- could be ready to- move inv o your Senate s instruction.
Unfortunately the Gissel - the ship cawrying these diplomaty - was sunk ivv Imperiol
waters o fortnight ago-. Coan yow help us reassue The High House of the Pride that
this loss was an unlucky consequence of waw and that agenty of the Empive played
no-pawt i this incident?

Inovder to-send Sumaasihv diplomats to-the Empire; we now requirve the following:

“Assurance that the Swmaoash Embassy will be funded and, buit within the next
three months.

‘The name of av trustwortihvy ship that will be guaranteed safe passage thwough
Asawvean wakery - one that can carry our diplomaty to-the Empive - and the
name of anv Ambassdor who- will take personal responsibility that they will
arrive safely.

Finally, we must advise yowr Foreignw Trade Enwoy that given his silence over the
past year, and the repeated insulty to-the Rebublic, the High House of Pride hay
cownselled that we begin turning away Imperial ships from Zemeh. It will now be
difficudt to- refuse the High House given the Empire’ s previous rejection of Swmaashv
support. We reject Aedved Furebird: apMagor of Wintermawk as Trade Evwoy - and
furthermore; the High Howse of Pride has declawed “That the Empire names o
representative who-refuses repeated contuct is just another sign of Imperial
contempt for the Republic:”

It iy very simple: the assurances that your Assembly of the Nine made awre virtuous
and acceptable to-the High House of the People: Invovder for owr nations to-begin
engaging inprosperous trade and wise exchange of ideas; the Republic merely
requires that youwr Empire now makes good o those assurances.

If advice from o foreig stranger county for anything, thew I beseech yow to-hear
@ now - either act fast, or declawe that yow will refuse us - but please do- not
continue thig petty prevarication any further. Yow sit onw the brink of wou ands
your actions are being judged.
